Is tango for me?

Tango is a popular dance, born in the popular neighbourhoods of Buenos Aires and this is why we strongly believe it
belongs to everyone. Age, previous dance experience, fitness level, cultural background, everything becomes
irrelevant when you talk about tango. As you will soon realise, it’s a dance that makes everyone feel welcome.

Do | need a dance partner?

No. During the class, we make sure everyone gets to dance with a variety of partners, which is the best way to learn
tango. This way, leaders are exposed to different followers and can be more flexible in their leading and followers can
experience different leading styles using a repertoire of steps.

What if | only want to dance with my partner?

Argentine tango is a social dance, so it’s customary to dance with a variety of partners, both in classes and in tango
parties. Yet, if you are not comfortable with this, that’s perfectly OK, simply let us know at the beginning of the class
so that you and your partner will solely dance with each other.

What should | wear?

e Comfortable clothes that let you move but that are not too baggy.

e  Only dance shoes or clean trainers that only saw the light of a gym club are allowed in the dance studio. If you
don’t have dance shoes or trainers, socks will be perfectly fine.
